Location: Minsk, Belarus 
Host institution: Minsk State Linguistic University (MSLU) 
Date: May 10-11, 2017 (with casual events planned for both evenings). 

Conference description: Despite a quite fruitful tradition of linguistic research into the explicit and the implicit, there are more questions than answers there. The issues related to search for implicit semantic components; implicit senses, their typologies and their sources of generation; peculiarities of implicit meanings in different communicative practices and situations; implicit and explicit language knowledge and methods of its acquisition and teaching remain to be topical and may contain fascinating discoveries.

The fruitful discussion of these issues can hardly be possible without active participation in it of linguists of different schools of thought. That is why we call for proposals of specialists working within frameworks of structural, functional, communicative, discourse, generative, cognitive, social, cultural, and applied linguistics of a broad range of activities to reach a better and more diversified understanding of the phenomena of the explicit and the implicit on language and speech.

The suggested topics for discussion might be related, but by no means limited to the following ones: 
1. The implicit and the explicit conveyed by language units of different levels.

2. Implicit and explicit language knowledge and explication of the implicit.

3. Mechanisms of generation and interpretation of implicit information in various types of discourse.
4. Relationship of explicit and implicit information in cross-cultural communication and translation.

5. Implicit methods of teaching foreign languages.

Abstract Guidelines:

The chosen abstracts will be published, so, please, follow strictly the requirements:

· We welcome abstracts of no more than 2 A4 pages long in MS Word doc. format, Times New Roman, 14 pt;

· Style: 
· Margins: 2 cm on all sides.
· Paragraph indention – 1cm, which is exhibited by a "paragraph" menu. 
· Line spacing – single.
· The author’s initials and name are in the upper right corner of the page, later in the same line in the parentheses indicate the city and country of residence: e.g., 
J. R. Smith (Boston, USA).
· The title of the abstract write in capital letters in the middle after skipping one line: e.g.,
THE IMPLICIT MEANING OF … .

· Skip one line again and with indention start your text of the abstract. 

· Do not number your pages!

· Examples in the text (in any language) are in italics, translations in single quotes are recommended: e.g., a table ‘стол’.
· A dictionary definition is enclosed in double quotation marks: a table “a piece of furniture that has a flat top and one or more legs”.
· It is desirable to avoid references. If absolutely necessary, then at the end of the text after skipping a line write the word REFERENCES (capital, centered), then again skip a line and write your list of references according to the order of their citation in the text, not in alphabetical order. In-text references place in brackets: e.g., [2, p. 35].
· In the text and the list of references between the initials and surname as well as in front of the dash use a non-breaking space (press simultaneously the keys Ctrl + Shift + Space).
Notification of acceptance will be sent to authors by March 15, 2017.
Accommodation: Accommodation in the University residence halls is limited but hotels in all price ranges in the city of Minsk are available.
Travel details: All visitors entering Belarus should have a valid passport. For citizens of some countries a visa is required. Participants should consult the Belarusian Embassy or Consulate in their countries to check the requirements.
